MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

MATRIX TEMPLATE LIBRARY LICENSING

JULY 2004


The purpose of this memorandum of understanding is to document information surrounding the creation and distribution of software programs called the Matrix Template Library (MTL) and Iterative Template Library (ITL) that were developed by researchers in common between the University of Notre Dame and the Advanced Research and Technology Institute (“ARTI”; hereafter collectively the “Parties”).
BACKGROUND

1) ITL and MTL were developed at the University of Notre Dame between 1998 and 2001 by Andrew Lumsdaine, Jeremy Siek, Brian McCandless and Lie-Quan Lee.
2) Andrew Lumsdaine and Jeremy Siek are presently at Indiana University and have performed maintenance of MTL/ITL since Fall 2001 and have disclosed the technology to ARTI (Exhibit A).

3) Through a Memorandum of Agreement between Indiana University and ARTI dated January 1, 1997, IU has assigned its intellectual property to ARTI and ARTI has assumed responsibility for managing IU’s intellectual property through its Office of Technology Transfer.

4) MTL/ITL currently has an open source license that does not meet the needs of the current researcher at Indiana University and/or the organizations the researchers are collaborating with to advance the development of MTL/ITL.
THEREFORE, the Parties agree that as of the date signed below that MTL/ITL will be released by ARTI under the uniform “boost” open source license (Exhibit B) and/or the Indiana University Open Source License (Exhibit C) or any derivatives of these licenses that the Boost organization (upon ARTI’s approval) or ARTI deem appropriate for wide spread dissemination of MTL/ITL to the public.
