Conference Video & Consent Forms
The eScience 2008 conference will be showing conference sessions over live streaming video at www.escience2008.iu.edu  and also creating recordings for later use on the conference web site. Each presenter must complete a consent form to participate in the the video prior to beginning their presentation. A copy of this consent form is attached for you to review prior to your arrival. The video crew and student volunteer will introduce themselves to presenters prior to each talk. They will help you get presentations loaded on the laptop if necessary. Each presenter will be fitted with a lavaliere microphone and asked to sign the consent form.  We have allowed a 15 minute “passing period” between each 30 minute talk for the main conference papers. Please do your best to stay within your 30 allotted 30 minutes in order to give the next presenter time to set up.
IMPORTANT - Presenters: please tell the volunteer in advance if your presentation contains any audio as it will be important for the video crew to adjust the audio levels accordingly. 
IMPORTANT- Session Chairs: Please remember to always speak into the podium microphone when introducing speakers! You will not be wearing a microphone so you must speak at the podium in order to be heard on the live streaming video.
Presentation Required Format
IMPORTANT- All presenters should bring a copy of their final presentation saved on a thumb drive to be downloaded to a conference laptop. We will be taking a copy of your presentation for use with the archived video. Please do not plan on using your own computer for the presentation. PC laptops will be provided in each presentation room and will be set up to share content along with the streaming video.
Conference Blogs and Chat Rooms
We have established a blog spot for each presenter that is currently populated with the abstract of your talk. You can use this space as a way to communicate with your audience. If you’d like access to edit this blog or if you already have a different one that you would prefer to use please contact Josh Rosen at jjrosen@indiana.edu . Chat rooms will be open for each presentation at the time of the presentation and live video stream.  These chats will be moderated by volunteers who will be physically attending your presentation. Remote individuals watching the stream can pose questions which will then be relayed to you by the volunteer.  Individuals watching or attending your talk can begin a conversation about your presentation which will also be archived.


Some General Presentation Tips
IMPORTANT - When answering audience questions please repeat a paraphrased version of the question before proceeding to your answer. This will be especially important for the video stream to ensure people watching the video have heard and understood the question. 
Don’t forget your adapters!
International travelers, don’t forget to bring your international power adapters so you can charge your electronics! Mac users, don’t forget to bring your adapters in case you need to use your laptop with a projector at any point during the conference.
