The Author described her attitude and thought about her fictions. She usually selects the subject from an American Primitives tales especially Aztecs'.


The fiction, "The Path of the Red and the Black Ink," from the scary tales from ancient Aztec tales, which she heard from grand mother and grand father, and usually she started from making fictions for her sibling.


American Primitives' literacy is combined form. Their stories are not separated from religion and life. On the other hand, the Western literacy is not melting to the way of Western people's life.


The author usually makes the skeleton first and adds contents later when she writes the literature. Sometime some particular part of contents violate the bone, most of contents go along with the outline.


If she entered the writing the work, she concentrates on it and squeezes her last vigor until completion. She imagines herself as one of people or items in her literature to make it sound enough to reflect the traditional American Primitives' spirit.


Her description is covered with metaphor.  The basis literacy of her writing is an implied comparison. She synchronizes herself in all the objects described in her work and usually seems making wonderful metaphoric expressions.
