Goals and Deliverables

InfoMall 96-97:

1.) Future NPAC InfoMall contracts will be focused on the achievement of results in the form of growth and increased profitability of companies working with InfoMall customers, rather than simply the completion of activities by InfoMall staff. Therefor, a key deliverable for the NPAC administration will be formulation of performance targets and customer milestones for 1997-98 InfoMall contract. An analysis of InfoMall customers and targets and milestones for 1997-98 contract year will be submitted to the Foundation by June 30, 1997. ****

2.) Center management will ensure that InfoMall technical and program direction are consistent with New York State industry capabilities and interests, and will enable New York companies to compete in national and international markets. NPAC will work with other New York State economic development agencies, such as CNY TDO, NYSTEC, ILEC/MVATC and the Cat’s to identify potential synergistic relationships and opportunities. ****

3.) NPAC will develop and demonstrate various applications prototypes under the NPAC Health Care Initiative, such as the Web Based Patient Medical Records System, or the pulsar Project. ****

4.) NPAC will leverage technology developments from activities such as Video on Demand and the Living Schoolbook Projects. ****

5.) NPAC will sponsor and conduct technology demonstrations to showcase the potential uses of advanced Web and HPCC technologies to New York State companies to facilitate new economic development opportunities

6.) NPAC will supply support to select small businesses, which will benefit from the use of NPAC’s advanced facilities and resources. NPAC will emphasize support for the member organizations of the Mid-Hudson InfoMall franchise. NPAC will collaborate with small companies to pursue federally funded programs such as the SBIR and STTR initiatives.

7.) NPAC will sponsor and/or participate in various technical conferences, such as Supercomputing 97, Telemedicine Reality, Virtual Reality, and High Performance Distributed Computing, in order to promote uses of advanced parallel computing technology

8.) NPAC will develop a formal, advanced technology-training program in conjunction with the University College of Syracuse University. Participants that complete required sequence of courses will receive a “Certificate of Internet Engineering”.

9.) NPAC will sponsor and conduct tutorials or seminars on various topics such as Development of Advanced Web Base Applications, JAVA, and JAVA Script.

10.) NPAC will develop education and HPCC-based training programs on a collaborative basis with Cornell University.
