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This workshop was hosted by host and organized by Central State University under the lead of Robert Marcus. This built on last year's workshop March 6-7,1997 and will

Produce an update to the report of this conference. The workshop was successful and I expect it to lead to a more precise report in this area and so allow a more focussed set of activities. It was attended by ASC partners and also representatives from ARL and NAVO.

The discussions were organized by the same themes as last year -- Authoring and Production tools, Delivery Systems, Network Quality of Service, Training Assessment and Course Content. The list of possible approaches will be shorter in this year's report because some of the older delivery and authoring systems have become clearly uninteresting. 

Leslie Southern's talk showed an interesting statistical analysis of course characteristics.

All the MSRC's are interested in multimedia recording and playback and this was covered in a talk by Geoffrey Fox who stressed use of databases and approaches to audio/video over foils. There was substantial unresolved discussion as to the importance of editing the recorded audio and video. Waters from UNM described a recent successful course, as did Susan Mehringer from Cornell who discussed their Virtual workshop. Tom Stone gave an excellent summary of various commercial and academic electronic training tools. Rubin Landau stressed need for care in moving to electronic courses -- the traditional teacher still plays a critical role. Bob Melnik emphasized that the MSRC's needed training and not education.
