So the Java Grande Forum is about to have its next meeting August 6-7 98 and I wished to check that we were on the right track! This meeting will be followed by a significant 3 hour SC98 session on November 13 where we will have a more public debate. Siamak Hassanzadeh has I believe shared with Sun our initial recommendations covering issues from numerics through RMI. Ron Boisvert also sent James Gosling a commentary on his original floating point proposals.

I wanted to make certain that we were on the right track and following the appropriate process. Are our suggestions too radical or otherwise irrelevant? Have we kept correct people informed?

I would genuinely like to make Java the premier Grande programming environment -- we have no other promising alternatives! Please tell me if there are any changes you would suggest either at the next meeting or in process we should adopt thereafter.
