Java language and tools could enable the most attractive Grande Application programming environments. Grande applications include HPCC, computational grids, distributed modeling and simulation, and data intensive problems in industry and academia. We describe the Java Grande activity, which is exploring features and limitations of Java for both fine grain numerical computing and libraries and also the very different coarse grain distributed systems.
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
