. However we link related documents

We assigned unique labels which
 provided label
 to be used in Latex \cite command
. This label was Name of first author/year/tag=a,b,c 
etc.
 to distinguish otherwise duplicate entries. Thus Fox86z would be 26
th
 document w
ith Fox as first author in 1986.



We also assigned unique C3P numbers assigned originally by time produced (as with SCCS numbers). Linkage was achieved as follows
