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We have built a distributed Ben-Ari Concurrent Interpreter (distributed BACI), which provides easy-to-use commands to implement distributed algorithms.  In distributed BACI, a send process, receive process, and interpreter process combined to provide the distributed system functionally necessary to implement distributed algorithms.  In this paper, we introduce the distributed BACI toolkit, illustrate the toolkit with a distributed mutual exclusion algorithm, and discuss how the toolkit is implemented.
