Concurrency and Computation: Practice and Experience

Met with Tony Hey and Geoffrey Fox and discussed various aspects of the Journal with them.  Gave them a current status report on the Journal.  GF complained that  he is not receiving sufficient information on the current status of papers.  AMH to chase Peter Wright for monthly updates to be sent without interruption to GF and TH.  We discussed the need for maintaining and increasing the regular copy flow and the importance of the special issues.  TH felt that we should drop to 12 issues.  AMH explained that we have dropped number of pages, and emphasised the flexibility that 15 issues gives us, and also the relatively good publication times (c.8 months currently).  

We discussed the workflow for the journal for the implementation for the EOS. AMH to complete form.  They would like to have this implemented by December 2000.  GF and TH keen to see some flexibility in the workflow so that after using the system for 3-6 months they could modify it.  AMH explained that three basic workflows will be chosen on the basis of our discussions, but they still seemed slightly hesitant about this aspect of EOS. 

Meetings were held with Ken Kennedy, Marc Baker, David Walker, Lennart Johnson.  All were pleased with current review time (c.4 months) and time from submission to publication (c.8 months).  All welcomed the move to EarlyView next year.

Cherri Pancake has expressed interest in joining the Board, and might also contribute a special issue.

Other suggestions: Xiaoming Li, Gregor von Lazweski (Marc Baker has approached him), Manish Parashar, Omer Rana, Tom Sterling (or his JPL colleague Daniel Katz), Vladimir Getov, David Callahan. 

Agreed that we would send EB members a minimal contribution requirement: they must do at least one thing per year for the journal, which and be to submit a paper, encourage another to submit a paper (review papers encouraged), review a paper.  They will also be encouraged to cite CPE papers where appropriate.  In return they will receive a free Wiley book and subscription to CPE.  In addition they must now nominate c.5 new editorial board candidates to GF who will accumulate names and implement the selection process.  

AMH to contact Object Systems Editors to send in EB nominees (have they already sent to GF?)  Maybe one could be from Asia?  

Title Change

We may need to consider another title change in 2-3 years as ‘Concurrency’ is no longer a buzz word.  ‘Computation and Communications’ mooted.  Also discussed adding a strap line to underline changes in journal.
