Overall Assumptions

We assume that license only covers software and know-how needed to run software.

We assume trademark issue does not require Fox to alter his Web documents – 99% of which predate request to acknowledge WebWisdom.com

The March 1998 license discussions implied that Syracuse would license additional software to WebWisdom.com. However a blanket license to derivatives was not given or defined.

Status by Software Package

Uncontroversial – WebWisdom.com has no interest – Cover with normal agreements. Fox is happy to place all this software in public domain.

1) SV2 Java Visualization System written at NPAC

2) Class Database Server written at NPAC and to be extended/rewritten at FSU by one of two students (Balsoy who is transferring to FSU) involved in writing original system. The other involved student (Sen) will complete Syracuse PhD under Fox involving this software in a few months. McCracken (staying in some fashion at Syracuse) was also involved as senior NPAC staff. 

3) VPL Virtual Programming Laboratory written by Fox student Dincer who got PhD under Fox in 1997 and worked by Saleh ElMohamed (Fox student getting PhD very soon)

4) AudioEdit written by Fox in 1995. Note functionality of AudioEdit similar to LecCorder but no conflict as long as license covers Software. Fox waives any claim to base concepts as these are used in a myriad of packages such as WLS from North Carolina State. As Perl and written by Fox, Fox requested this software be placed in public domain.

5) WWWfoil written by Fox in 1994-1997. Fox requested that as Perl and written entirely by Fox, this software be placed in public domain

6) WebWisdom JavaScript delivery system for both synchronous and asynchronous distance education. This was basis of original WebWisdom technology disclosure. . Fox requested that as JavaScript and written entirely by Fox, this software be placed in public domain

Uncontroversial – Fox has no direct interest other than that implied by actions of his federal sponsors who would negotiate directly with WebWisdom.com or Syracuse University. We note that Tango 2 and LecCorder postdate license agreement. We assume Syracuse and WebWisdom.com will discuss any licensing agreement

Possibly Controversial

10) Hand-Held Software developed for ERDC demonstration, which we suggested, be placed in public domain as concepts developed by Turcotte (sponsor) and Fox in June 1999 – over a year after license signed. Collaboration involving hand-held devices is a new idea, which postdates license.

11) Various applications ported to Tango written outside Tango group. This includes many applets written by Physics department.

12) WebWisdomNT or sometimes called WebWisdomDB. This was a largely Java rewrite of item 5) (and a few parts of 6)) above with some enhancements. As based on Fox’s personal work, we suggested that WebWisdom.com be given a non exclusive license. As current license does not discuss derivative work and this rewrite was after license signing, we requested that the status of this software be clarified and had assumed non exclusive license had been agreed. Recent letter from WebWisdom.com makes issue seem doubtful.

13) Current content of WebWisdomNT database was developed entirely by NPAC. As majority of this is academic research and education material, we suggest that this content’s status be clarified. Currently although developed by NPAC, only copy of this material is on a machine that WebWisdom.com wishes to purchase. It has proved hard to copy due to Oracle problems. Fox has a copy of material in “old Perl/Javascript” version. See 14) below

Not discussed yet – Curriculum and Research Presentations developed at NPAC

14) NPAC curriculum was largely developed by Fox and McCracken – especially that for courses CPS606 615 616 713 714. We propose this material (defined by what’s online) be placed in public domain. We propose that Fox’s research presentations be similarly treated. This affects both the raw web and database (WebWisdomNT) version of the material. We suggest that WebWisdom.com only use database containing academic work of others after ownership clarified and a valid copy made for all interested parties. Material in course CPS640 was largely developed by Podgorny and Markowski and can of course be treated differently.

Controversial

15) Suite of JavaScript programs developed 100% by Fox starting in November 1998 – originally to build collaborative version of the Biology Workbench of NCSA. This has remained an active research area of Fox and he has several such software suites covering shared web pages, shared CGI scripts, shared games and shared brainstorming. These are in various stages of development testing and need major rewrites for new browsers. Again we assumed in our February letter that best strategy is to place in public domain to allow WebWisdom.com and Fox to pursue separate goals. Some of the ideas are in current patent description but no important claims currently cover this software. Fox is developing these ideas as part of ongoing and pending DoD and NSF grants through FSU. He believes major conceptual advances have been made since the patent was prepared. The patent was based on information prepared in spring 1999. Fox has written no new code since October 99 pending resolution of this issue. Several students will be working at FSU in this area over the summer.
