WORKSHOP ANNOUNCEMENT

"Hand-held computing in the untethered world"

Vision:

Personal digital assistants, digital appliances, E-books, wearable computers, wireless networking, and the associated emerging software infrastructures represent some of the technologies that will form part of the everyday interface to electronic information systems. The convergence of these technologies with the Grid - the evolving information architecture integrating computing, data exploration, large databases, and remote instrumentation - creates many new capabilities and research issues for both technology and application scientists.  Capabilities include ubiquitous access to the nation's high performance computing infrastructure, new types of learning environments, or even new supercomputers gotten by linking a myriad of hand-held systems. Research areas include the distributed system infrastructure to support this emerging world, wireless and hand-held networking, and the design of user interfaces and protocols for Palm portals. We can also ask if these new untethered dynamic but modest content size interfaces will significantly improve computing environments and if they suggest new analysis methodologies. This workshop will bring together people from the HPC community to exchange information about this future.

Half a day on emerging wireless technologies such as Bluetooth including a clear prescription for setting up your own wireless domain.
