To center the Eq.(1) the tabulation space has been inserted before the equation. To make sure that the equation is flowing with the text, in the Format Object / Position dialog box, verify that “float over text” is not checked. This is an example for how references must appear in the text (Mora, 1992[2]).

Figures

All Figures must have a caption, and must be referenced in the text.
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Figure 1: This is the Figure caption

The figure caption in Figure 1 is centered, it should justified if the caption size is more than one line. 
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Appendix A: Example for multiple appendices

If you have several appendix sections, lettering (A, B, etc..) in the appendix header should match the above example. If there is only one appendix, lettering should not appear in the header.
