This letter is for the purpose of confirming to prospective employers that the above named is allowed to search for employment both on the Syracuse University campus and off-campus, in the community.  In addition, the above named is eligible for a period of Academic Training after the completion of degree.  Academic training will be for eighteen months, and under restricted circumstances may be extended an additional eighteen months. Authorization for any employment in J-1 status will be granted in writing after the student provides this office with (1) in the case of economic need, a signature from the employer below, or (2) in the case of academic training, a written recommendation from the academic advisor. Please note that he/she cannot begin work until the employer is presented the specific letter of authorization from this office.  





When the authorization is made, it will be in accordance with the U.S. Immigration and Naturalization Act and outlined in the Code of Federal Regulations 22 CFR 514.23(g)(2), regulations governing this visa status permit that this student, due to financial need, be authorized by Syracuse University to engage in employment, on or off campus, on a part-time basis (not more than 20 hours per week) during the academic year, and full-time during any academic breaks including summer vacation.  





Inasmuch as this student is in the United States as an Exchange Visitor, no deductions for Social Security taxes should be taken from the salary paid for this employment.  However, federal and/or local taxes should be deducted as appropriate.  It is understood this employment will not interfere with the pursuit of this student's academic program.
