Annihilate-v-: Late Latin annihilatus, past participle of annihilare to reduce to nothing, from Latin ad- + nihil nothing -- to cause to be of no effect : NULLIFY b : to destroy the substance or force of- to cause to cease to exist; especially : KILL- to destroy a considerable part of- to vanquish completely : ROUT 

Nazi’s wanted to annihilate all Jews.

Anti-Semitism-n- hostility toward or discrimination against Jews as a religious, ethnic, or racial group

Hitler was an Anti-Semitism. 

Appeasement-n-of appease-v- Middle English appesen, from Middle French apaisier, from a- (from Latin ad-) + pais peace- to bring to a state of peace or quiet : CALM

Most Jews wanted appeasement. 

Aryan-adj- Sanskrit Arya noble, belonging to the people speaking an Indo-European dialect who migrated into northern India -used in Nazism to designate a supposed master race of non-Jewish Caucasians having especially Nordic features

Most Nazis were Aryan.

Assimilated-v- Middle English, from Medieval Latin assimilatus, past participle of assimilare, from Latin

assimulare to make similar, from ad- + simulare to make similar, simulate- to take in and appropriate as nourishment : absorb into the system b : to take into the mind and thoroughly comprehend. The professor assimilated the information. 

Collaborator-v- : Late Latin collaboratus, past participle of collaborare to labor together, from Latin com- +

laborare to labor- to work jointly with others or together especially in an intellectual endeavor- The polish Jew was a traitor and collaborator with the nazis for his life. 

Concentration camp-n- camp where persons (as prisoners of war, political prisoners, or refugees) are detained or confined The Jews were put in a concentration camp. 

Deportation-n- the removal from a country of an alien whose presence is unlawful or prejudicial They deported the latin alien out of the country. 

Discrimination-n- prejudiced or prejudicial outlook, action, or treatment The nazis discriminated the Jews.

Emigrate-v- Latin emigratus, past participle of emigrare, from e- + migrare to migrate- to leave one's place of residence or country to live elsewhere Some Jews emigrated Germany before Hitler started killing them. 

Führer-n- captains guide headman headmen leader scoutmaster scoutmasters. Hitler was the Führer of the nazis. 

Gentile-n- Middle English, from Late Latin gentilis, from Latin gent-, gens nation- a person of a non-Jewish nation or of non-Jewish faith; especially : a Christian as distinguished from a Jew. Ñazis were Gentile. 

Gestapo-n- Etymology: German, from Geheime Staatspolizei, literally, secret state police- a secret-police organization employing underhanded and terrorist methods against persons suspected of disloyalty

The Gestapo stopped disloyal people. 

Ghetto-n- Italian, from Venetian dialect ghèto island where Jews were forced to live, literally, foundry

(located on the island), from ghetàr to cast, from Latin jactare to throw- a quarter of a city in which Jews were formerly required to live- The people of the Warsaw ghetto tried to kill the germans.

Holocaust-n- Middle English, from Old French holocauste, from Late Latin holocaustum, from Greek

holokauston, from neuter of holokaustos burnt whole, from hol- + kaustos burnt, from kaiein to burn the mass slaughter of European civilians and especially Jews by the Nazis during World War II Lots of Jews died in the Holocaust.

Intimidate- -Medieval Latin intimidatus, past participle of intimidare, from Latin in- + timidus timid- to make timid or fearful The nazis intimidated lots of Jews. 

Kapo -n-

Kristallnacht-n-the knight were many Jew’s life, busness, and familys were killed in Germany – Kristallnach was very scary for many.

Lebensraum-n- y: German, from Leben living, life + Raum space- territory believed especially by Nazis to be necessary for national existence or economic self-sufficiency Nazis wanted a lot of Lebensraum. 

Liberation-n- the act of liberating : the state of being liberated. Ann Frank died before she was liberated. 

Martyr-n-someone who dies for a cause they believe in. Their was a lot of Jewish martyr.

Occupation-n-Middle English occupacioun, from Middle French occupation, from Latin occupation-,

occupatio, from occupare- the military force occupying a country or the policies carried out by it The nazis occupied Poland early in the war. 

Partisan –n-Middle French partisan, from Old Italian partigiano, from parte part, party, from Latin part-,

pars part The partisan was with the English cause.

Pogrom –n- Yiddish, from Russian, literally, devastation- an organized massacre of helpless people- The nazis had a pogrom of the Jewish.

Persecution- n- the act or practice of persecuting especially those who differ in origin, religion, or social outlook, The nazis persecuted the Jews. 

Propaganda-n- New Latin, from Congregatio de propaganda fide Congregation for propagating the faith,

organization established by Pope Gregory XV died 1623 the spreading of ideas, information, or rumor for the purpose of helping or injuring an institution, a cause, or a person Politicians use propaganda a lot to make them look good well others bad. 

Racism-n- a belief that race is the primary determinant of human traits and capacities and that racial differences produce an inherent superiority of a particular race. Neo-nazis are very races. 

Scapegoat--- some who blamed for a something, The Jews were Hitler’s scapegoats.

Selection- CHOICE;- a natural or artificial process that results or tends to result in the survival and propagation of some individuals or organisms but not of others with the result that the inherited traits of the survivors are perpetuated – Nazis selected Jews to die. 

Shoah

SSn- a unit of Nazis created to serve as bodyguard to Hitler and later expanded to take charge of intelligence, central security, policing action, and the mass extermination of those they considered inferior or undesirable. The SS killed many people. 

Swastika-n- 1 : a symbol or ornament in the form of a Greek cross with the ends of the arms extended at right angles all inthe same rotary direction 2 : a swastika used as a symbol of anti-Semitism or of Nazism Lots of people in Germany whore swastikas in the 1940’s.

Third Reich

The underground-a group of freedom fighter against Germans who snook Jews away. The Underground got many people safty. 

Yiddish-n- a High German language written in Hebrew characters that is spoken by Jews and descendants of Jews of central and eastern European origin Some Jews speak Yiddish.

Zionist- an international movement orig. for the establishment of a Jewish national or religious community in Palestine and later for the support of modern Israel I read a book where a charetor was a Zoinist.
