General

SH described a book review section, involving soliciting of many reviews and comments on the same book.  Although this sounded interesting, AMH later urged that we concentrate on the fundamentals of obtaining quality papers and publishing as quickly as possible, for the time being.  

We agreed on the change of title from 2001 (PW will obtain new ISSN etc) but the timetable for other changes needs to be agreed once the database of reviewers is established.  

Should we be doing more with electronic mailing?  SH keen, but GF wary of spamming and mis-use.  If people have requested that they be on our list this seems a good promotional tool, e.g. for calls for papers.  

Letters/fast track section should also include abstracts and keywords.  

Both GF and TH are keen to build up the referee database (aiming to grow it to around 300 names) using CPE authors, keywords.. TH et al will start to database authors (with email addresses) from the past five years, the editorial board etc.  

GF no longer wishes to follow up on CTAs, we need to make sure we have  arrangements in place to obtain them (PW currently pursuing).

GF suggested that we check whether the top 50 computer science institutions are currently subscribing to CPE.  GF to supply list to AMH for her to check.  If not, we will try targeted promotion to rectify.
