Service Agreement

Agreement dated ____9/25/2000____ is made between ANABAS, Inc., hereinafter called "the Company", and ____Brian Byle___________, an _Independent Contractor__________________,  hereinafter called " Contractor'.  
  WHEREAS, the Company is engaged in the business of online education and training and collaboration, and

  WHEREAS, Contractor is engaged in the general business of graphic arts design, and

  NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual promises made herein, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1.
Work to Be Performed.

The Company and Contractor agree that Contractor will perform the following work (the Work) in accordance with the working list in detail. (see appendix) 

2.
Payment

The Company shall pay Contractor for its services provided from time to time under this Agreement on the basis of time spent by Contractor in providing the services. The amount charged by Contractor shall be based on the hourly rate of $__40_______.   The maximum payment amount shall not exceed $_______4800_________ unless mutually agreement upon.  Travel time shall not be paid by the Company.

The Contractor is required to submit a weekly invoice outlining the amount of work completed and the number of hours spent.

3. Fringe Benefits.

Since Contractor is not an employee of the Company, the Contractor is not eligible for and shall not participate in any employee benefit of the Company including pension, insurance, paid vacations, paid holidays, profit sharing, Social Security, and other benefits that may be available to employees. Contractor shall be solely responsible for deducting and paying such items. 
4. Taxes
Contractor shall be responsible to pay all taxes as mandated by related laws and regulations.

5. Expenses.

The Company shall be liable to pay for those expenses with the prior written consent of the Company incurred by Contractor in the performance of this Agreement. Contractor shall have no power to incur any debts or other obligations on behalf of the Company. 
6. Material, Supplies, Equipment and Tools.

The Company shall supply at its own expense, all materials, supplies, equipment and tools required by Contractor to accomplish the Work agreed to be performed in accordance with this Agreement.  
7. Ownership of Work and Rights in Work.  
The Company has full, complete and exclusive ownership of the Work. Contractor shall not use the Work for the benefit of anyone other than the Company, without the Company's prior written permission.

The Company has the right to register the copyright and other rights in the Work in the Company's name. 

Contractor shall assign to the Company and its successors all of Contractor's right, title, interest and ownership in the Work, including but not limited to copyrights, trademarks, patents, and trade secret rights and the rights to secure any renewals, reissues, and extensions thereof.  
8. Liability of Contractor  
The services to be performed under this Agreement will be performed entirely at Contractor's risk. Contractor assumes all responsibility for the condition of tools, equipment and job site.  Contractor agrees to indemnify the Company for any and all liability, losses or claims arising in any way out of performing the services or activities related to performing the services.

9. Term of Agreement.

This Agreement shall commence on ___9/26/00__________ and shall terminate on __10/10/00_______. It is mutually agreed that this contract shall be renewed with the written notice by the Company given at least 5 days prior to the expiration date.

10. Termination Without Cause.

Either party may terminate this Agreement by giving 7 days written notice to the other of its intent to terminate this contract. During the 7-day period after such notice is sent, the parties shall continue to act toward each other in good faith.
11. Choice of Law.

Any dispute under this agreement or related to this agreement shall be decided in accordance with the laws of the State of California, USA.

12. Settlement of Dispute

Any disputes, claims arising from or relating to the validity, interpretation, execution, and termination of the Agreement shall be settled through friendly consultations. In case no settlement can be reached through consultations, both parties shall submit the dispute for arbitration, and shall mutually select as an arbitrator, an attorney practicing in San Francisco, California area (or such other location as is agreed to by the parties), who is experienced in commercial arbitration. If both parties are unable to agree upon the selection of the arbitrator, the arbitrator shall be selected by the American Arbitration Association.
