Project Description:  The purpose for the Access Grid operations at Jackson State University is to provide a collaborative mean of communicating with academic, research and government institutions. With over fifty alliances utilizing Access Grid technology, JSU can provide academic and research support that can be collaboratively distribute with other organizations, to which allows maximum involvement, and greatly enhancing academic and government communication efforts.  

Project Solution:  This technology will greatly enhance Jackson State's research efforts. · Currently, efforts are under way to install and implement Access Grid technology at JSU. We are collaborating with the various organizations towards this effort.  

User Impact/Advocacy/Collaboration:  This increases the number of minority organizations and institutions involvement with Access Grid technology. The implementation of this technology will greatly enhance collaboration efforts in any field of study at Jackson State, to which will serve as a support mechanism for academic and governmental efforts. 

· JSU will work with ERDC during the initial installation and setup of Access Grid technology

· Collaborative efforts with MSU, USM, and NASA Stennis will be conducted upon system installation and setup

· JSU can support DoD users of this technology through offering and receiving instruction, and sharing and displaying research data/results.
