The PET Final Review will be held on September 25, 2001.  This note describes the information that should be provided for each PET supported effort, and the format of the presentation.  Notebooks containing presentation material will be distributed to CSC, MSRC, and PET management at the review.  In order to have the notebooks ready in time for the review, we need your material by COB on September 17, 2001.  Please email your presentation to Kelly Lindigrin, jared@erdc.hpc.mil, and copy me, mastin@erdc.hpc.mil.  If you prefer, you may place your presentation on an FTP site.

Demonstrations of technology developed under the PET program are encouraged.  If you plan to have a demo, please contact your on-site lead or Kelly Lindigrin.  They will schedule the demos, insure that the necessary resources will be available, and assign an appropriate person to deliver your demo.

Unless contacted in advance, your slides and demos will be presented by the on-site PET staff.   University team members are not required to attend the Final Review.

GUIDELINES FOR PET FINAL REVIEW MATERIAL

One set of slides should be prepared for each core support and focused effort.  Slides should be made using Powerpoint with the attached template containing the ERDC MSRC logo.  

Focused Efforts:  Each focused effort PI should prepare no more than five slides describing the most significant accomplishments during the contract period.  Your presentation should include the following information:

· A title slide containing the title of the focused effort, the PI and his affiliation, and the relevant CTA or supporting area

· One or more “Success Story” slides containing:

· Name(s) and affiliation(s) of users supported, indicating support for CHSSI, Challenge Project or remote user

· Purpose and objectives of the work

· Significant accomplishments

· DoD impact and relevance

At least one slide should contain a figure or animation with caption.

· One slide showing cumulative contract expenditures by month for the contract period.  Do not include actual dollars.  Use only percentages and project expenditures for the months where actual expenditures are not available.

Supplemental information such as reports, publications, or presentations that resulted from this work should be placed in the notes pages of the Powerpoint presentation.

Core Support:  Each core support lead should prepare no more than six slides describing their accomplishments during the contract period in the areas of technology transfer, outreach, and training.  Your presentation should include the following information:

· A title slide containing the core support area, the Academic Lead and his affiliation

· Achievements in the following areas (at least one slide for each area):

· Transfer of technology to users of the MSRC

· User outreach and collaboration with the HPC community which benefits the MSRC

· Training, education, and other activities leading to improvements in user productivity

· One slide showing cumulative contract expenditures by month for the entire contract period.  Do not include actual dollars.  Use only percentages and project expenditures for the months where actual expenditures are not available.

Supplemental information such as reports, publications, or presentations that resulted from this work should be placed in the notes pages of the Powerpoint presentation.
