Article I. OBJECTIVE

The High Performance Computing Modernization Program Office, The MOS University Consortium, and High Performance Technologies, Inc. agree to cooperate in order

to promote the deployment and operational support of the Online Knowledge Center (OKC) for the HPCMO user base, and to cooperate with a view to enabling the Contracting Parties to promote and present to the user base a convenient means of obtaining information on the PET program as a whole and on each of the 15 individual functional areas as defined by the HPCMO.


Article II. STATEMENT OF WORK

The activities to be defined as part of this Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) are based on the existing DoD prime Contracts Numbers N62306-01-D-7110 and DAAD05-01-C-0033 with the HPCMO. These contracts provide for support to the user base, with MOS being defined as the lead technologists for the OKC area. The following are provided as amplification of that contractual language and are not meant to supersede that document.  Activities may, amongst others, include:

A. Online Knowledge Center (OKC)

1. OKC Support.  The development of the Web page infrastructure of the OKC is the responsibility of the OKC staff under the leadership of Dr. Geoffrey Fox at Indiana University.  Content for the OKC is a program wide responsibility.   The on-site technologist primarily responsible for web content at each PET component site serves as the POC for OKC, herein referred to as the OKC POC.

1.1. Infrastructure responsibilities

1.1.1. The OKC team develops the PET Web page infrastructure with consistent look and feel for all components and functional areas.

1.1.2. The OKC team is responsible for providing and periodically updating guidelines for submitting material to the OKC.

1.1.3. The OKC team provides on-line capability for training course registration and evaluation, and also provides a repository for training material.

1.1.4. The OKC team provides a means for allowing any user to suggest edits to existing pages and add new pages.

1.1.5. The OKC team installs any additional software (RIB,
RealServer, Perl libraries) as needed, including regular upgrades.

1.1.6. The OKC team provides periodic link analysis reports, access log reports, and other website maintenance items to the OKC POC and FAPOCs.

1.1.7. The OKC team provides a uniform search interface for all OKC content and for each individual functional area.

1.2. Content submission and management

1.2.1. The FAPOC sends periodic updates for material relevant to their functional area to the OKC team.

1.2.2. The CPOC sends periodic updates for material relevant to their PET component to the OKC team.

1.2.3. The FAPOC in coordination with the CPOC will secure necessary approval for material submitted to the OKC.

1.2.4. The OKC POC provides the OKC team with periodic updates to the training schedule, including courses, seminars, workshops, and special events.

1.2.5. The OKC POC provides the OKC team material for the training repository, such as course attendance lists, course material, and evaluation results.

1.2.6. The OKC POC provides periodic updates for MSRC links and PET component-specific information on the OKC, such as information on HPC systems, installed software, and visitor information. 


Article III. IMPLEMENTATION
This MOA shall enter into force upon the signature by the two Parties. It will be effective so long as both prime contracts are in effect. It may be reviewed at a time to be agreed upon by the Parties in the development of the work program and may be amended at any time by mutual agreement.

A party may terminate this MOA by giving notice in writing to the others not less than six months in advance.
