OKC Requirements

Define Site = MSRC or DC

Define FA to be any focus area

POC is a generic point of contact

· We need a POC where OKC can obtain information specific to each site.  This includes information on High Performance Computing (HPC) systems, installed software, and visitor information.
· We need a POC for each FA to obtain material for OKC in each FA. The adding of material to OKC will be increasingly automated and the POC will be responsible for using this automated system

· We need a mechanism to obtain security approval for any new or updated OKC material. It was proposed that this be combination of FAPOC and CPOC

· We need a POC that provides the OKC team with periodic updates to the training schedule, including courses, seminars, workshops, and special events. This POC must also provide the OKC team material for the training repository, such as course attendance lists, course material, and evaluation results. Much of this will “just” require the filling in of OKC forms; here POC is responsible for encouraging this. In current organization this POC is naturally associated with MSRC
