1. Background

Professor Geoffrey Fox of Syracuse University has been awarded a US NSF grant: HPSPMD …. for the duration of ….

Professor Xiaoming Li of Peking University has been awarded a Chinese NNSF grant, SPMD programming model – from Fortran to Java, for the duration of January 1999 – December 2001.

3. Results sharing

Co-authorship on papers written for these grants;

Co-ownership for the program written for the software system under these grants.

4. Financial obligation

No direct money flow between the two groups;

Each group will be responsible for local accommodation and living expenses for the visitor from the other group. The visitor will pay his own international airfare by his group.
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
