String is a sequence of characters which can be a word, a sentence, a name, a password and so on. 

Java does not have a built in string type. Instead, the standard Java library contains a predefined class called, string.  Each quoted string is a instance of that class. 

String and StringBuffer  classes both exist in the java.lang  predefined package. Since the  java.lang package is implicitly imported into all Java Programs, you do  not have to write an import statement. 

String literal or string constants are written as a sequence of characters in double quotation marks as follows. 

For example:


“Syracuse University”


“Syracuse, NY 13044”


“315-443-0000”

we can declare a string like following


String color=”blue”;

This line initializes String reference color to refer to the anonymous String object “blue”.

There are many String constructors. Some of them are like following;


String s1=new String ()

//empty String 


String s2=new String(“this is a string”);



String s3=new string (s2);

String Concatenation

Java allows you to use + sign to join two stings together.


String s1=”one”;


String s2= s1+ “two”;


System.out.println(s1+ “   ” + s2 )


Output will be;


One    onetwo

Substrings

You can extract a substring from a larger string with the substring method of the String class.

String greeting = “hello”;

String s=greeting.substring(0, 3);

The s will be “hel”. 


Substring(x,y) means,  start taking characters from position x and stop at position y-1.  

As in arrays, the first element will be at position 0.

String editing

String class has some useful methods for string editing, like length, which determine the length of the string,  charAt, get the character at location i, and getChars, which gets the entire set of characters in a string.
