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1. Objectives

· This internship proposal has two purposes. The first one is to classify and reorganize Web pages of your institution to improve usability of information.

· The second one is to develop a tool to maintain the integrality of web pages by cataloging Web pages, creating a site map and database.

2. What I found from the Web pages of your institution.

· There are duplicate web pages that have similar or the same information

· Most pages do not have navigation tools to search and move back and forth

· It was hard to figure out overall picture of your web pages from the homepage.

· There are many jargons but no explanations on some professional terms

· There is no documentation or database for information on authors, subjects, published dates, last updated dates, etc.

3. Ways and action plans to improve the Web pages of your institution

· STEP 1: Formal evaluation of Web pages on the site of your institution. 

· Figuring out overall picture and linkages of Web pages.

· STEP 2: Cataloging, Database Design and constructing a site map.

· Cataloging Web sites based on Dublin Core, a Metadata standard developed for Web cataloging. Dublin Core makes use of title, author, publisher, date of publication, source, subject, language, URL address and keywords.

· After cataloging, I may construct a database using the Microsoft Access and put every information on Web pages in the database if time allows.

· STEP 3: Classifying and reorganizing Web sites

· After cataloging web sites, Web sites will be categorized by subject and duplicate information will be minimized.

· A site map (Directory) of will be constructed.

· Creating Term dictionary

· Creating FAQs sites
