There are many rehabilitation facilities that are set up to help the disabled population 

find educational and vocational opportunities.  Most of them are not equipped to 

serve people with severe disabilities, however, because the percentages do not justify

the purchase of expensive equipment to interface the consumer with a testing means.

My goals are to take the developments of I^3 and introduce them into rehabilitation facilities

that need them.

Home monitoring:

I assisted with the wiring and set up of sensors for monitoring the house.

Evaluation Facilitation:

I adapted the Career Ability Placement Survey to NeatTools to facilitate educational

and career evaluation of people with severe disabilities.  This survey contains eight subtests,

seven of which were adaptable:

Mechanical Reasoning 

Spatial Relations

Verbal Reasoning

Numerical Ability 

Language Usage

Word Knowledge

Perceptual Speed and Accuracy

This package demonstrated the ability to compete with comparable 

software packages designed for computer testing of career/ educational

aptitudes.
